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MINUTES OF MEETING OF EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES AUTHORITY FOR PRIVATE, NONPROFIT INSTITUTIONS OF HIGHER LEARNING

The Educational Facilities Authority For Private, Nonprofit Institutions Of Higher Learning met at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, December 9, 2003, in the Governor's conference room in the Wade Hampton Building, with the following members in attendance:

Adoption of Agenda

Upon a motion by Mr. Eckstrom, seconded by Mr. Harrell, the Authority adopted the agenda as proposed.

Coker College:  Resolution Authorizing Public Hearing (Regular Session Item #1)

The Authority was asked to adopt a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $4,000,000 Educational Facilities Refunding and Improvement Revenue Bonds (Coker College Project), of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning. 

The proceeds of the bonds will be used to defray:  (i) the cost of renovation, expansion, furnishing, and equipping the Grannis Hall; (ii) the cost of converting the former site of Byerly Hospital into a parking lot for the College; (iii) a portion of the cost of converting the existing James Lide Coker III Library into a student center, including cost of renovation, expansion, furnishing, and equipping of said building; (iv) a portion of the cost of constructing, furnishing and equipping a new College library and technology center; (v) a portion of the cost of converting the existing David R. and May R. Coker Student Center into an administrative office facility, including the cost of renovation, expansion, furnishing, and equipping of said building; (vi) a portion of the cost of repair, renovation, expansion, refurnishing, and re-equipping of the Timberlake-Lawton Physical Education Building; (vii) a portion of the cost of certain landscaping expansion and renovating and the expansion and renovation of outdoor lighting on the campus of the College; (viii) the cost of renovation or construction of other campus facilities and the development of campus infrastructure; (ix) to refund certain outstanding indebtedness of the College; and (x) to pay costs of issuance of the bonds.

Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, requires that a public hearing be held prior to the issuance of the bonds.  The notice of a public hearing will be published in a newspaper of general circulation in Darlington County.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Leatherman, the Authority adopted a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $4,000,000 Educational Facilities Refunding and Improvement Revenue Bonds (Coker College Project), of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is identified as Exhibit 1.

Southern Wesleyan University:  Not Exceeding $9,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Southern Wesleyan University Project), Series 2004, of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning (Regular Item #2)
The Authority was asked to adopt a resolution authorizing the issuance of not exceeding $9,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Southern Wesleyan University Project), Series 2004, of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.

The proceeds of the bonds will be used (i) to defray the cost of construction of new student housing, (ii) the renovation and expansion of its campus life center, (iii) the renovation and expansion of its Fine Arts Center, each to include architectural, engineering, surveying, soil testing, furniture, equipment and infrastructure related thereto, (iv) other selected campus capital projects and improvement, located at One Wesleyan Drive in Central, South Carolina, and (v) to pay costs of issuance of the bonds.

In recent years, the Authority has approved the issue of bonds on behalf of Presbyterian College ($5,850,000 in 1993), Benedict College ($18,280,000 in 1995), Furman University ($36,000,000 in 1996), Converse College ($4,400,000 in 1996), Claflin College ($7,500,000 in 1997), Morris College ($6,700,000 in 1997), Coker College ($4,100,000 in 1998), Presbyterian College ($11,630,000 in 1998), Allen University ($7,500,000 in 1998), Charleston Southern University ($3,500,000 in 1998), Furman University ($12,000,000 in 1999), Southern Wesleyan University ($5,500,000 in 1999), Converse College ($10,000,000 in 2000), Newberry College ($4,000,000 in 2000), Furman University ($13,000,000 in 2000), Anderson College ($4,000,000 in 2001), Voorhees College ($4,700,000 in 2001), Columbia College ($10,000,000 in 2001), Anderson College ($475,000 in 2001), Erskine College ($10,000,000 in 2001),  Presbyterian College ($25,000,000 in 2001), and Claflin University ($20,000,000 in 2003), and Charleston Southern University ($23,000,000 in 2003).

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Leatherman, the Authority adopted a resolution providing for the issuance of not exceeding $9,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Southern Wesleyan University Project), Series 2004, of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.
