Adoption of Agenda

Sherman College of Straight Chiropractic, Inc.:  Resolution Authorizing Public Hearing (Regular Session Item #1)

The Authority was asked to adopt a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $11,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Sherman College of Straight Chiropractic, Inc. Project), Series 2005, of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.  The proceeds of the bonds will be used to construct an approximately 40,000 square foot building to contain classrooms and lab facilities and some administrative offices and facilities, all for use by the College as a part of its school for chiropractic education and research, including furniture, fixtures and equipment related thereto, to pay capitalized interest on the bonds, and to pay costs of issuance of the bonds.

Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, requires that a public hearing be held prior to the issuance of the bonds.  The notice of a public hearing will be published in a newspaper of general circulation in Spartanburg County.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Leatherman, the Authority adopted a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $11,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Sherman College of Straight Chiropractic, Inc.), Series 2005, of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.
