Adoption of Agenda

Upon a motion by Mr. Harrell, seconded by Senator Leatherman, the Authority adopted the agenda as proposed.

Coker College:  Resolution Authorizing Public Hearing (Regular Session Item #1)

The Authority was asked to adopt a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $5,000,000 Educational Facilities Refunding and Improvement Revenue Bonds (Coker College Project), of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning. 

The proceeds of the bonds will be used to defray:  (i) the cost of renovation, expansion, furnishing, and equipping the Grannis residence hall; (ii) defray the cost of converting the former site of Byerly Hospital into a parking lot for Coker College; (iii) defray a portion of the cost of repair, renovation, expansion, refurnishing, and re-equipping of the Timberlake-Lawton Physical Education Building; (iv) defray a portion of the cost of certain landscaping expansion and renovation and the expansion and renovation of outdoor lighting on the Coker College Campus; (v) and defray the cost of renovation or construction of other campus facilities and the development of campus infrastructure.

Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, requires that a public hearing be held prior to the issuance of the bonds.  The notice of a public hearing will be published in a newspaper of general circulation in Darlington County.

Upon a motion by Mr. Harrell, seconded by Senator Leatherman, the Authority adopted a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $5,000,000 Educational Facilities Refunding and Improvement Revenue Bonds (Coker College Project), of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private, Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.
